Roll of Merit Competition
Horses may be entered for the Roll of Merit at any time after they have been Foal Recorded or adult registered. This competition, once entered, entitles the horse to compete for the rest of its life, and may be transferred to a new owner should the horse be sold. The awards are:

Roll of Merit at Halter

Champion Roll of Merit at Halter

Roll of Merit  Performance (saddle Harness, Dressage etc)

Champion Roll of Merit Performance

To achieve a Roll of Merit award a minimum of 50 points must be gained in the section, and these must include a minimum of 5 A Grade points.

To achieve a Roll of Merit award a minimum of 100 points must be gained in the section, and these must include a minimum of 20 A Grade points (eg, if you had 5 A and 45 B points for your Roll of Merit, you would need a further 15 A and 35 B points for your Champion Roll of Merit).

Horses may win all four awards in their lifetime. An entry fee of $30 per section (ie halter or performance) applies.

Only one performance in each section, halter and performance, gained under any one judge on any one day will be accepted. For example, if you compete in ring A and get 1st  and Reserve Led, 2nd in Pleasure and 1st in Best Educated, your halter points all count but only points from one of your saddle classes will count.

A penalty of $10 per section (in addition to the entry fee) will apply to anyone wishing to have points counted prior to entry. Performances gained prior to entry must be submitted to the Association and the specific details regarding the show, date and nature of the class must be listed in an orderly fashion. All results will be verified. If any performance listed is found to be incorrect or misleading all performances prior to entry will be  disregarded and the $10 penalty fee will be forfeited. 

Awarding of Points:

Points may be gained at any RAS or Pinto Association approved shows. Shows are graded, and points are awarded as follows:

A Grade Shows:  All royal Shows, all Pinto State Titles, Three Breed Colour Shows, National Capital Show, and Wingham All Breeds Show.

B Grade Shows:  All Agricultural Shows, including Spring an Autumn Shows provided that the Pinto exhibits are required to be registered.

C Grade Shows:  All other Shows, including any Agricultural Show where the Pinto exhibits are not required to be registered. 

Recording of Points:

Point Score sheets are available from the Point Score Officer or the Secretary.

These sheets must be signed by the Judge, Show Secretary, or a Committee Member/Pinto Association Liaison Officer (who attended the show).
