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Rules for Point Score Competition

1) A fee $10 per category must be paid to the secretary before points will be accepted.

2) The competition is split into 2 main sections which are Country and City. The boundaries dividing City and Country are anywhere North of Newcastle, anywhere West of Katoomba and anywhere South of Bowral are considered to be Country.

3) All points count from Pinto classes. No other breed class performance is accepted.

4) Points gained whilst competing in an open ring (eg Led Hack, Open Best Presented, etc) will be counted as double points.

5) Pony club points obtained by competing at an open show will count towards Youth points, but points obtained at Pony Club Jamborees or Pony Club competitions will not count. All Youth classes such as Youth Trail, Youth Dressage, etc and Handler classes under the age of 18 years old will be counted.

6) Gymkhana points do not count. Monthly Shows eg Sydney Quarter Horse Club Shows, New England Quarter Horse Association etc, DO NOT count.
7) All points must be recorded and signed by The Judge, Ring Steward, A Committee Member who attended the show, or a Pinto Horse Association of NSW Inc. Liason Officer. Record sheets will be sent to you upon entering. If you require more record sheets they may be obtained via the website, or by contacting the secretary or the point score officer.
8) Points will be allocated as follows:

9) Shows are graded as follows:

      A Grade shows are all Royal Shows, All Pinto State Titles, Three Breed Colour          

   Spectaculars, National Capital Show and Wingham All Breeds Show.

      B Grade shows are all Agricultural Shows, including Spring and Autumn Shows that   
 
   the exhibits are required to be registered.


   C Grade shows are all other shows including any Agricultural Show where the exhibits   
   are not required to be registered.

10) All points are to be sent into the secretary no later than 4 weeks after a show or a 

   $10 penalty fee will occur. Points received more than 6 weeks after the show will          
   not be counted.
